Why are passwords so important?
Passwords ensure the security and confidentiality of data. It is your responsibility as a user, to make sure that all your account passwords are as difficult to guess as possible and not to be shared with anyone.
Password protection is a security process that protects information accessible via computers that needs to be protected from certain users. Password protection allows only those with an authorized password to gain access to certain information
How to change password in ncvtmis.gov.in portal
STEP- 1 :- Open NCVT site using the URL, www.ncvtmis.gov.in 
STEP-2:- Click the Login Text
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STEP- 3 :- Click the Forgot Password text under the NCVT MIS login portal.
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STEP- 4:- Enter the below details under the Forgot password section. 
· Login ID
· Registered Email ID
· Registered Mobile No.
Note : User have to provide either one field from Registered Email ID or Registered Mobile Number
STEP- 5 Click on Next Button.
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STEP- 6 :- Enter the below details under the Forgot password section. 
· Login ID
· Enter the OTP (Shared in user registered Email or registered Mobile Number)
· Enter the New Password
· Re-Enter the New Password
Note:  If invalid OPT entered by the user system will throw the error message.
          Password is case sensitive, user have to follow the below instruction for Password change:
· Password should contain at least six and not more than fifteen characters.
· Password should contain at least one numeric or special character.
· Password should not be from the last three passwords.

STEP- 7 :-  Click on Submit button.


STEP- 8 :-  System Message populate “Password successfully changed. Please Login again”.[image: ]
